First:  Go through the “Finding Articles” module in Ole, the library’s online tutorial. http://www.west.asu.edu/library/ole/index.html  Complete and attach the quiz for this section. (Label it “C”)
Second:  Use EBSCOhost:  Academic Search Elite for the questions below.  Keep in mind this is a good general index that covers all subject areas and provides some full-text in the index.  

Third:  Conduct a search for your topic in Academic Search Elite:

Think of broader or related topic terms if your search terms retrieve nothing or very little!
